Using the “April” floral quilt on display in the store as an example, I'll show you how to enhance your work
with quilting. You need a machine where you can lower the feed dogs and you will need a free motion or embroidery foot. You will
also need several fat-quarter sized quilt sandwiches. Don't let fear block your creativity—you can do this!

Choose fabrics that blend well together for the diamond stars
and a high contrast for the backgrounds and border. You'll learn several tips and techniques that will make this quilt go together
quickly while you are having fun putting it together.
